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Passion Sunday

he priest raises the chalice at the Offertory and asks the Father 
to accept it with clemency, as an odor of sweetness.  

It’s appropriate that it be a chalice. Chalice has come to be 
understood as a heavy cross or a bitter cup that we drink to the 
dregs. This chalice, being offered, symbolizes the sufferings of Our 
Savior who died for our sins, sacrificing Himself as an odor of 
acceptable sacrifice.  
Today we have a heavy cross or bitter chalice that we must drink. 
The deprivation of the sacraments during a time we need them the 
most. Incidentally, we always need them most when we are deprived 
of them, but it is rare that we are deprived of them.  
Let us offer this chalice to God. Let us strive to remain pure, sinless 
and prayerful during this time.  
Offering our chalice may we pray that some day soon we can get 
back to Mass and unite ourselves to Christ as He offers this chalice 
for us to the Father.

 Plenary indulgence is granted to the faithful affected by 
coronavirus, or subjected to quarantine by order of the health 

authority in hospitals or in their own homes if, with a soul detached 
from any sin, they spiritually unite through the media to the 
celebration of the Holy Mass, the recitation of the Holy Rosary, the 
pious practice of the Via Crucis or other forms of devotion, or if at 
least they will recite the Creed, the Our Father, and a pious invocation 
to the Blessed Virgin Mary, offering this proof in a spirit of faith in God 
and charity towards our brothers and sisters, with the will to fulfill 
the usual conditions (sacramental confession, Eucharistic communion 
and prayer according to the intentions of the Holy Father), as soon as it 
is possible for them. 

Furthermore, the Apostolic Penitentiary willingly grants a Plenary 
Indulgence under the same conditions on the occasion of the current 
world epidemic, even to those faithful who offer a visit to the Blessed 
Sacrament, or Eucharistic adoration, or the reading of the Holy 
Scriptures for at least half an hour, or the recitation of the Holy 
Rosary, or the pious exercise of the Via Crucis, or the recitation of the 
Chaplet of Divine Mercy, to implore from Almighty God the cessation of 
the epidemic, relief for those who are afflicted, and the eternal 
salvation of the many whom the Lord has called to himself. 

ne way you can unite yourself spiritually to the Holy Mass is 
through our online apostolate, LiveMass.Net, which livestreams 

the Holy Mass daily from several of our locations or through the iMass 
app available through the App Store 
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 Immaculate Queen of Heaven and Earth, Mother of God and Mediatrix

n the present pandemic emergency, it is … up to the diocesan bishop to 
indicate to priests and penitents the prudent attentions to be adopted in 
the individual celebration of sacramental reconciliation, such as the 

celebration in a ventilated place outside the confessional, the adoption of 
a suitable distance, the use of protective masks, without prejudice to 
absolute attention to the safeguarding of the sacramental seal and the 
necessary discretion. 
Furthermore, it is always up to the diocesan bishop to determine, in the 
territory of his own ecclesiastical circumscription and with regard to the 
level of pandemic contagion, the cases of grave necessity in which it is 
lawful to impart collective absolution: for example, at the entrance to 
hospital wards, where the infected faithful in danger of death are 
hospitalized, using as far as possible and with the appropriate precautions 
the means of amplifying the voice so that absolution may be heard. 
Consideration should be given to the need and advisability of setting up, 
where necessary, in agreement with the health authorities, groups of 
“extraordinary hospital chaplains”, also on a voluntary basis and in 
compliance with the norms of protection from contagion, to guarantee 
the necessary spiritual assistance to the sick and dying. 
Where the individual faithful find themselves in the painful impossibility 
of receiving sacramental absolution, it should be remembered that perfect 
contrition, coming from the love of God, beloved above all things, 
expressed by a sincere request for forgiveness (that which the penitent is at 
present able to express) and accompanied by votum confessionis, that is, by 
the firm resolution to have recourse, as soon as possible, to sacramental 
confession, obtains forgiveness of sins, even mortal ones (cf. CCC, no. 1452).
