Same thing, 
if you’re not going to come, CALL THE OFFICE and take yourself off the 
list. 

(2) I have instructed the ushers that there will be no “standby.” If you 
are on the list you can come in. If you are not on the list, no standby. 

There are many people who miss out coming each week — the system we 
have is the best system, in my opinion, and it needs to be respected if it is 
going to be fair and work.
