If 
you are sick, please do not come to Communion (or to Mass, out of charity.) If 
you would like to protect yourself from infection, please do not come to 
Communion. Only come to Communion if you wish to receive. If you are not 
coming to Communion, please remain in your seat to minimize traffic and make a 
Spiritual Communion. Considering that the priest rarely touches any tongue 
and that he is sanitizing his fingers before each person, the odds of you getting 
Covid-19 are very low. However, if you come to Communion, you understand that 
you are receiving Holy Communion at your own risk.

 My feet, they have numbered all My bones."

oseph the carpenter From where has this man wisdom? Is he not the 
carpenter’s son? (Matt 13: 55) In naming St Joseph’s trade, the Evangelists, 
St Matthew and St Mark, use a term whose general meaning in Latin is 
artisan or workman. Keeping to that one meaning of the word, we could 

conclude that St Joseph, as was customary in small towns, worked in many 
capacities such as joiner, smith, mason, potter, dyer, or any of the many trades 
which at that time were in demand. The most ancient traditions, however, are 
at one with the Apocrypha and with the Fathers in calling Joseph faber 
lignarius, a worker in wood, that is a joiner or carpenter. It is true that St 
Hilary, St Bede the Venerable, and St Peter Chrysologus tell us he was a 
worker in iron. St Ambrose and Theophilus of Antioch picture him as cutting 
down trees, building houses. But none of these occupations implies a 
contradiction. In a small village no labourer could be a specialist; the 
demand would not have been big enough for him to have earned a living. So 
Joseph devoted himself principally to working in wood as a joiner or carpenter. 
This would have obliged him at the same time to labour a little as a mason, a 
smith, or a woodcutter. Some writers seem averse to admitting that Joseph 
could have worked at such jobs on the plea that “accompanied by great noise, 
they required much time and brute force; that they would have been 
completely out of harmony with the peace and quiet prayer of the Holy 
Family.” [9] These are strange and rather shocking ideas. Surely if the God-Man 
came into the world to share the life of man, he would not have based his 
choice of profession on the condition that his eardrums be not offended nor 
his hands calloused. The same want of understanding leads a few other 
authors to try to improve St Joseph’s social position. According to them he 
should have been a contractor or architect in charge of workers inferior to 
himself–a prominent citizen of Nazareth. Such ideas would have made the 
Evangelists blush. From all that we know we must insist that Joseph was a 
little-known artisan in a small village, earning his livelihood in a quiet, 
hidden way, consonant in spirit with the mystery of the Incarnation with 
which he was so soon to be closely concerned. In the second century, about 
A.D. 160, the philosopher, St Justin Martyr, wrote: “Jesus was taken to be the son 
of Joseph the carpenter, a carpenter in his own right, among men making carts 
and yokes.” St Justin had been born in Samaria, at Neapolis, the ancient Sichem, 
and was well able to gather information at firsthand from his Galilean 
neighbours. In those days, as always, cart-wheels had hubs of iron which the 
carpenter fashioned himself, thus obliging him to add metal forging to his 
other work. Even at the present time, Nazareth is still noted for certain 
specialities–sickles, ploughshares, knives. Joseph’s trade is still very much alive 
in the place where he had carried it on. St Cyril of Jerusalem, who lived in the 
fourth century, says that he had been shown a piece of wood shaped like a roof 
gutter which was supposed to have been carved by Jesus or his foster father. It 
is a great temptation to answer yes to the question posed by Maurice Brillant 
in his book Le Village de la Vierge (The Virgin’s Village): “Might we use a 
familiar but telling phrase and say that Saint Joseph in his little shop was a 
Jack-of-all-trades?” He worked in wood and iron; he made furniture and built 
houses. The villagers came to him when they needed something mended, a door 
hung, a wall strengthened, a lock replaced, a chest made or a tool repaired. 
He shaped not only the thick planks needed for supporting the mud or clay 
houses, but likewise garden tools, cradles, biers. He made utensils for 
housekeeping, stools, milk buckets, linen presses–they had no use for clothes 
cupboards–and perhaps he did some fine cabinetwork. At Nazareth, for many 
        of their needs the neighbours must have said to one another as Pharaoh 
  of old, “Go to Joseph”.
